Occupational Fraud 2024:  A Report to the Nations – ACFE


(I will be distributing these the first day of class – no charge)
Course Overview
This graduate-level course offers an intensive exploration of fraud examination and the specialized components of financial crime. It focuses on contemporary career opportunities within both public and private sectors related to financial crime. The curriculum extensively utilizes resources from the Association of Certified Fraud Examiners (ACFE) and incorporates insights from the instructor's investigative experience. Students will study a wide range of financial frauds, emphasizing financial transactions and fraud schemes. Detailed coverage of investigative methodologies, including analysis, evidence collection, and interviewing techniques, will be provided. The course also features guest lectures from experts in law enforcement and the private sector.
Learning Objectives

At the completion of this course, students are expected to:

· Have an in-depth understanding of fraud; how it occurs and how to prevent it
· Have an in-depth understanding of the fraud/financial crime investigative process
· Understand the criminal and civil remedies and penalties for financial crime
· Understand the financial crime career / work opportunities 
Recommended Prerequisites

· Previous or concurrent enrollment in Rutgers course: Accounting & Financial Basics: US/World Financial Overview/Governance
And / or

· Current experience as a Law Enforcement Officer / Intelligence Analyst / Investigator in financial crimes

· Current experience in the private sector in financial crimes / regulatory compliance

Applicability
This is an advanced course applicable to:

· Masters / Ph.D. candidates in the Criminal Justice Program

· Undergraduate students enrolled in the 5-year Bachelors-Master’s Program

· Criminal Justice majors contemplating careers in law enforcement with an emphasis on financial crimes

· Pre-Law or Law Students contemplating careers in Regulatory Compliance

· Business School and MBA candidates; auditing of internal controls, AML and ABC programs is an audit requirement

· Active Law Enforcement / Legal Professionals concentrating on Fraud / Financial Crime matters

· Financial Crime Professionals in the private sector wishing to further their expertise in Fraud / Financial Crime Investigation

Students are expected to physically attend this course.  However, there may be instances where the course will be conducted via Zoom.  The instructor will notify the class well in advance if this should occur.

 

This is an advanced financial crime course applicable to graduate degree candidates as well as Senior undergraduate students.  All candidates should have a basic understanding of either basic criminal investigation and / or financial auditing.  This course is required to obtain the Master Program Financial Crime Certificate.
